


From the South Exit of Keelung Railway Station, 

cross the zebra crossing at Maritime Plaza to Xiao 

2nd Road, then turn left onto Zhong 2nd Road. The 

walk takes about 10 minutes.

Get off at “Caolan” stop, then walk through the South 

Qidu Underpass and continue along Tai’an Road for 

approximately 60 minutes to reach the destination.

Heping Island Geopark

Zhengbin Fishing Port Colorful Houes

Intersection of Zhongzheng Road and Zhengbin 

Road, Zhongzheng District, Keelung City

Get off at “Heping Bridge (Indigenous Cultural 

Hall)” stop, turn right at the bridge entrance, 

and walk uphill to reach the destination.

Built in 1934 during the Japanese colonial era, Zhengbin 

Fishing Port was once the primary export port for gold 

from Jinguashi. Today, due to limited dock space and the 

increasing size of modern �shing vessels, most �shing 

activity has shifted to Badouzi Fishing Port, while 

Zhengbin has been repurposed for tourism. The city 

government has revitalized the area by adding colorful 

murals to the building façades along the harbor, 

transforming this traditional port into a vibrant, 

photo-friendly destination that blends history with charm.

Near Badou Street, Zhongzheng District, Keelung City

Wangyou Valley

Get off at “Badouzi” stop and walk for about 10 
minutes to reach site.
Or get off at “NMMST (Bishui Lane)” and transfer 
to the free NMMST shuttle bus (see of�cial website 
for details).

Located in Anle District, Wangyou Valley is a long, lush 

V-shaped valley where the green meadows stretch 

year-round. The name “Valley of Forgetfulness” comes 

from its peaceful scenery, said to help visitors relax, clear 

their minds, and let go of their worries. From the valley, 

you can enjoy stunning views of coastal erosion platforms 

and the iconic tofu rock formations. By night, it becomes 

an ideal spot for viewing distant �shing lights twinkling 

across the sea.

Situated near Lovers Lake, Dawulun Fort once served as 

a key military stronghold guarding the western approach 

to Keelung Port. It is now a national historic monument. 

The fort area still retains much of its original 

structure—while the cannons themselves are no longer 

present, key elements such as gun platforms, ammunition 

depots, and inclined ramps remain intact. Surrounding the 

site, visitors can also see remnants of barracks, tunnels, 

and fortress walls, making it a site of signi�cant value for 

those interested in modern military history and heritage.

Take Bus 305 (departing at 7:50 or 10:30) and get 
off directly at “Dawulun Beach” stop.
Weekends and weekday route: Take Bus 302 to 
“Zhongshan Senior High School”, then walk along 
Wenming Road and Huhai 1st Road for about 40 
minutes.

Dawulun Beach is Keelung’s only sandy beach, located 

near the Lovers Lake Coastal Boulevard. It offers 

expansive sea views, with a clear line of sight to Keelung 

Islet on the horizon. This area is ideal for seaside 

activities, whether you're strolling along the shore, 

cycling, or simply enjoying the refreshing ocean breeze 

and stunning coastal views.

Formerly known as Wucha Pond, Lovers Lake is 

Keelung’s only highland lake. The park features a 

lakeside trail, mountain trail, Lovers Suspension Bridge, 

and scenic viewing platforms. A local legend says that 

couples who cross the bridge hand in hand will be 

blessed with a lasting and happy relationship.

Get off at “Lovers Lake Entrance” stop. Walk for 

approximately 30 minutes to reach the destination.

Near Lane 208, Jijin 1st Road, Anle District, Keelung City

Get off at “Lovers Lake Entrance” stop. Walk 

along Lane 208, Jijin 1st Road for approximately 

50 minutes to reach the destination.

Above Lovers Lake, Anle District, Keelung City

Heping Island is believed to be the origin of the name 

"Keelung". Constantly shaped by northeast monsoons 

and ocean waves, the island features fascinating 

geological formations such as mushroom rocks, tofu rock 

slabs, and sea caves. The island’s Alabao Bay was 

named one of the top 21 sunrise spots in the world. At 

low tide, you can spot the “Leopard Rock,” which appears 

to come alive as morning sunlight dances across its 

spotted surface—an unforgettable natural spectacle.

Get off at “Heping Bridge” stop to reach the 
destination.

No. 360, Pingyi Road, Zhongzheng District,

Get off at “Heping Bridge (Indigenous Cultural 

Hall)” stop, turn right at the bridge entrance, 

and walk uphill to reach the destination.

No. 75, Lane 116, Zhengbin Road, Zhongzheng 

District, Keelung City

Originally the terminus of a rail line built during the 

Japanese colonial period to transport minerals from 

Jinguashi to Japan, the site was later leased to the 

American company Agenna, which specialized in yacht 

construction—giving the place its current name. Today, 

the exposed concrete and rusted steel beams have 

become a symbol of urban decay aesthetics, making it a 

favorite spot for photography and social media. Even 

Hollywood star Chris Evans shot a commercial here for 

Captain America.

Keelung Tower

No. 128, Yi 2nd Road, Zhongzheng District, Keelung 
City

Get off at “Xin 5th Road Intersection” stop, then 

walk straight along Yi 1st Road and turn left onto 

Xin 4th Road. Keelung Tower will be in view.

Keelung Tower is a newly built vertical elevator pathway that 

connects the city’s lower streets with the back courtyard of 

Zhuputan Temple on Keelung Hope Hill (Zhongzheng Park). 

Designed as a convenient solution for both residents and visitors 

to travel uphill, the tower also serves as a new landmark and 

scenic lookout, offering a place to admire the mountains, sea, 

and urban landscape of Keelung.

The structure embodies the concept of soaring vertically, 

inspired by the imagery of gantry cranes commonly seen at 

Keelung Port’s container terminals. As the elevator ascends, the 

panoramic view of Keelung Port gradually unfolds, culminating in 

a breathtaking vista where sky, sea, harbor, and city blend into 

one expansive scene. At night, dynamic lighting transforms the 

vertical shaft into a glowing beacon reminiscent of a coastal 

lighthouse. Additionally, art installations near Fengdao 

Bridgehead soften the tower’s form and give it a cultural �air, 

making it not only a functional vertical link, but also a popular 

photo spot and an emerging symbol of Keelung.

Zhongzheng Park

Near Shoushan Road, Zhongzheng District, Keelung City

Get off at “Keelung Hospital” stop. You can either climb 
the stairs starting at the Zhongzheng Park archway or 
walk uphill along Shoushan Road to reach the park.

The park is divided into three main levels. The �rst level, 

accessible via the main gate on Xin’er Road, features a 

Martyrs’ Shrine, skating rink, and tennis courts. The second 

level houses Zhuputan Temple, the focal point of the annual 

Keelung Ghost Festival (Zhongyuan Pudu), a major cultural 

event drawing large crowds each summer. The third and 

highest level contains a massive white statue of Guanyin, 

which is �ve stories tall and open to visitors. Climbing to the 

Buddha’s eyes offers a 360-degree panoramic view of 

Keelung City.

Near No. 129, Section 2, Huhai Road, Anle District, 
Keelung City

Get off at “Ziqiang Tunnel Entrance” stop, then turn 

onto Chongde Road and walk for about 10 minutes.

Located in Anle District, this tunnel was built under the 

supervision of Liu Ming-chuan, Taiwan’s �rst governor during 

the Qing Dynasty. Due to its complex geological 

conditions—hard bedrock in the north and wet, soft soil in the 

south—the project was extremely dif�cult. The tunnel is 

composed of seven sections, each constructed using different 

materials or excavation methods. It took 30 months to 

complete. The southern entrance features a façade made of 

red brick, with Liu Ming-chuan’s personally inscribed 

calligraphy: “Kuang Yu Tian Kai” (Boundless Horizons Open 

to the Sky).

Near No. 61, Section 2, Huhai Road, Anle District, Keelung City
Near Dawulun Aozai Fude Temple

Weekdays: Take Bus 305 (departures at 7:50 and 
10:30), get off at “No. 71, Section 2, Huhai Road” stop, 
then walk to Dawulun Aozai Fude Temple. The 
trailhead is located directly behind the temple.
Weekends and weekdays (alternate route): Take Bus 
302 and get off at “Zhongshan Senior High School” 
stop. Walk along Wenming Road and continue on 
Huhai 1st Road for approximately 30 minutes to reach 
the trail entrance.

The Haixing Trail is a 950-meter nature trail featuring 

well-maintained dirt paths shaded by lush foliage, offering a 

pleasant walk in all seasons. Along the route, visitors pass the 

Millennium Trail boulder, a local stone temple and a 

three-story observation tower. From the tower, enjoy 

expansive views of Keelung Islet, Dawulun Fishing Village, 

Dawulun Mountain and Dawulun Fort. The trail continues 

toward Eagle Rock, a popular spot for birdwatching,

and connects with other scenic areas including Lovers Lake, 

Dawulun Mountain, and Lovers Lake Hiking Trail.

Built in 1956, the Qiuzishan Lighthouse is located on a hilltop 

near the wharf on the western edge of Keelung Port. 

Originally a white, square-shaped concrete tower, the 

lighthouse was later painted in camou�age green due to its 

designation as a military post, guarding this key strategic 

location. It has since ceased operation and no longer emits 

light, but remains a point of historical interest.

Get off at “Zhonghe Public Housing” stop and walk to 

the end of Lane 103.

End of Lane 103, Zhongshan 3rd Road, Zhongshan 
District, Keelung City

Lane 37, Guanghua Road, Zhongshan District, Keelung City

Get off at “Taibaizhuang” stop and walk for about 15 

minutes to reach the destination.

As the �rst line of defense on Keelung’s west coast, the area 

surrounding the lighthouse is now a city-designated historic 

monument. Although the cannons are long gone, four gun 

platforms and remnants of defensive walls remain 

well-preserved. A stone staircase next to the pavilion leads to 

a panoramic viewpoint overlooking Keelung Harbor. This 

location was also featured in the popular local TV drama Time 

Story.

No. 51, Guanghua Road, Zhongshan District, Keelung City

The Keelung Lighthouse stands on a prominent cape on the 

western shore of Keelung Port, between Baimiweng Fort and 

Xian Dong Yan, on a point known as “Wanren Duibi.” 

Construction began in April 1899 (Meiji 32) and was 

completed by Japanese engineer Masayoshi Osawa in 

February 1900, with the lighthouse of�cially lit on April 1 of 

that year.

Located next to Xian Dong Yan, Buddha's Hand Cave is a 

naturally formed sea cave. At its deepest end, the rock wall 

displays a natural formation resembling a �ve-�ngered hand, 

believed to be shaped by centuries of erosion, hence the 

name Buddha’s Hand Cave. In earlier times, the cave was 

used as a dwelling and later served as an air-raid shelter 

during World War II. Today, it’s a fascinating spot for visitors 

interested in geological formations and local history.

Get off at “Xian Dong Yan” stop to reach the destination.

Near Ren’an Street, Zhongshan 4th Road, Zhongshan 
District, Keelung City

Xian Dong Yan is the largest sea cave in the Keelung area, 

formed by natural coastal erosion. Legend has it that a 

celestial being once attained enlightenment here, which is 

how the cave got its name. Inside, you'll �nd a temple built 

during the Qing Dynasty, dedicated to GuanyinBodhisattva 

and the Three Treasures Buddha. The inner cave walls are 

adorned with carved Buddhist statues and calligraphy 

inscriptions left by Qing-era scholars, offering both spiritual 

and cultural richness for visitors.

No. 1, Ren’an Street, Zhongshan 4th Road, Zhongshan 
District, Keelung City

Get off at “Xian Dong Yan” stop

and walk to the site.

Zhongshan District

This volcanic island, located offshore from Keelung, features 

steep cliffs and minimal �at terrain and is rich in volcanic 

geological features. Opened for tourism in 2001, the city has 

established coastal trails, a southern route and a lighthouse 

trail on the islet. The 730-meter trail to the lighthouse summit 

offers views of a solar-powered beacon and the stunning 

surrounding seascape. In May and June, the island bursts into 

bloom during the lily �ower season, while late August to 

October brings the brilliant blossoms of the golden spider lily, 

perfect times for nature lovers and photographers.

Off the coast of Zhongzheng District, Keelung City

The Keelung Fortress Command was the highest military 

command center in northern Taiwan during the Japanese 

colonial period. The building was designed by Asai Shinichi, a 

Japanese Army engineer at that time. It features a T-shaped 

layout with exterior pillars covered in brownish 13-groove face 

bricks, combined with beige terrazzo railings. Today, the main 

command building serves as an art and cultural exhibition hall, 

the former ordnance warehouse is used as a performance 

space, and the Guangfu Building provides dining services.

(via Xiangfeng Street), get off at “Catholic Church” 

stop and walk in to reach attraction.

Commander’s Courtyard (Former

Get off at “NMMST (Bishui Lane)” stop and walk for 

15 minutes.

“Chaojing” refers to the area where warm and cold ocean 

currents mix, resulting in rich marine biodiversity, ideal for 

tidepool and intertidal zone observation. The park also 

features bike trails, fountains, and large-scale outdoor art 

installations, including a giant nautilus slide and a �ying broom 

sculpture—popular for photography and family fun.

Beside Lane 369, Beining Road, Zhongzheng 

District, Keelung City

Chaojing Park

Ershawan Fort (Haimen Tianxian)

End of Shoushan Road, Zhongzheng District, Keelung 
City

Get off at “Keelung Hospital” stop. From the 
Zhongzheng Park archway, climb the stairs up, or 
walk uphill via Xin’er Road and Shoushan Road, 
passing through Zhongzheng Park. Continue for 
about 20 minutes to reach the destination.

Get off at “Municipal Stadium” stop and walk for 
approximately 10 minutes along Shoushan Road.

This defensive fort was originally constructed during the 

Opium War, and later rebuilt by Liu Ming-chuan during the 

Sino-French War. Its main gate follows the architectural style 

of a traditional Chinese city gate, with the inscription “Haimen 

Tianxian” carved above the entrance. Key features such as 

the gun platforms, inner parapets, and ammunition storage 

facilities have been preserved. Today, the fort is designated 

as a national historic monument.

The park preserves diverse historical layers including Basay 

shell mounds, remnants from the Sino-French War and a 

Japanese-era beach, re�ecting Taiwan’s rich and evolving 

history.

This ocean-themed museum features multiple exhibition 

zones including the Marine Science & Technology Gallery, 

Ocean Theater, Regional Exploration Building, and Marine 

Environment Gallery. The museum’s mission is to inspire the 

public to embrace, understand, utilize, and protect the ocean 

for sustainable development.

No. 75, Lane 116, Zhengbin Road, Zhongzheng District, 
Keelung City

Get off at “Heping Bridge (Indigenous Cultural Hall)” 

stop, turn right at the bridge entrance, and walk 

uphill to reach the destination.

The site also features an exhibition area showcasing cultural 

artifacts from 14 Indigenous groups, primarily focused on the 

Amis people. A walkway connects the exhibition space to the 

adjacent Indigenous Cultural Plaza, which includes 

Indigenous wood carvings, traditional stone-slab houses, and 

an observation deck with excellent views of Keelung Harbor 

and Keelung Islet.

Beside Taiping Elementary School, Zhongshan 1st 

Road, Zhongshan District, Keelung City

From the South Exit of Keelung Train Station, take the 

Zhongshan 1st Road Exit, turn right, then left across 

the crosswalk—you’ll see the entrance to the 

“KEELUNG Sign Hiking Trail.”

Bleu & Book has recently become a creative magnet for local 

artists and community makers, offering a space for static 

exhibitions. Follow the Huzishan Trail uphill, and you'll pass 

Bleu & Book before arriving at the giant “KEELUNG” hillside 

letters, a beloved city landmark. From here, take in sweeping 

views of Keelung Harbor, or step inside Bleu & Book to 

explore its curated selection of books and exhibitions focused 

on urban aesthetics and local life.

Located at the border of Keelung City and New Taipei City’s 

Xizhi and Pingxi Districts, Jiangziliao Mountain—also known 

as Tripod Mountain or Shikong Dalun—is the highest peak in 

Keelung, part of the rugged Wufen Mountain Range. The area 

features a rail-tie hiking trail and is a popular spot for trekkers. 

The round-trip hike takes about an hour and offers rich 

ecological scenery. From the summit, hikers are rewarded 

with breathtaking panoramic views of Keelung City.

Get off at “Caolan” stop, then walk through the South 

Qidu Underpass and continue along Tai’an Road for 

approximately 120 minutes.

Near Tai’an Road, Qidu District, Keelung City

Qidu District

Ren’ai District

Keelung, a city deeply connected to the sea, is home to many Mazu temples, the most notable of which is Qing’an Temple, with a 

235-year history. It is the only temple in Taiwan that enshrines three different forms of Mazu (from Zhangzhou, Quanzhou, and 

Meizhou). Adjacent to the temple is the Consignment Shopping District, a unique remnant of port-side commerce. Historically, 

foreign sailors and overseas students brought imported goods to Taiwan and entrusted them to local shops for sale—hence the 

name “weituohang” or consignment shops. With the rise of online shopping, the traditional consignment business has faded. To 

revitalize the area, the city government established the Consignment  Revitalization Center, aiming to rejuvenate the commercial 

district by supporting traditional shop owners and attracting young entrepreneurs to open trendy arts and culture boutiques, injecting 

new creative energy into the neighborhood.

No. 1, Zhong 2nd Road, Ren’ai District, Keelung City

Originally built as a port facility owned by NYK Line (Nippon 

Yusen Kabushiki Kaisha), this building is now operated by Yang 

Ming Marine Transport Corporation and recognized as one of 

Keelung’s ten most important historic buildings. Dedicated to 

revitalizing historical architecture, the YM Oceanic Culture & Art 

Museum brings Keelung’s maritime history to life through diverse 

exhibits themed around various periods of the port city’s 

evolution. The museum promotes ocean culture with rotating 

displays and educational resources that deepen visitors’ 

understanding of Keelung’s identity as a harbor city.

No. 4, Gangxi Street, Ren’ai District, Keelung City

From Keelung Train Station South Exit, turn left and 

walk for about 5 minutes.

Zhong 1st Road waterfront, Ren’ai District, Keelung City

Get off at Keelung Train Station and cross the pedestrian 

bridge, or take a Kuo-Kuang Motor Transport bus and get 

off at “Keelung Station (in front of Maritime Plaza)” and 

walk to the site.

Daye Tunnel of Freeway 1 sits directly above.

Get off at “Chenggong Market” stop, then walk 

uphill along Chenggong 1st Road and Shiqiu Road 

for about 30 minutes.

Said to have been designed by a British engineer under the 

commission of Qing Dynasty of�cial Liu Ming-chuan, this was 

the highest and most inland of Keelung’s coastal forts. It 

played a critical role in the Sino-French War and was once 

hailed as Keelung’s last line of defense. Though only 

remnants such as the gun platform remain today, the site 

offers a rich sense of history and a stunning panoramic view 

overlooking the city and Keelung Harbor—making it a 

meaningful stop for both history buffs and scenic seekers.

This heritage site, originally built during the Japanese colonial 

era, preserves the original wooden station building, platform, 

and freight carriages. The park also features a Japanese-style 

garden, walkways and a hand-painted electric train head as 

an artistic centerpiece. A nostalgic favorite among train 

enthusiasts and families alike, it evokes the quaint charm of 

old railway days.

Transfer to 311

No. 23, Guangming Road, Qidu District, Keelung City

Exit Qidu Train Station and walk straight along 

Guangming Road to reach the destination.

Also known as Caolan Mountain Waterfall, this natural gem is 

nestled within the forested hills of Caolan Mountain. The 

waterfall cascades dramatically from a height of around 20 

meters, �owing down sheer cliffs in a visually stunning 

display. A circular loop trail surrounds the area, allowing 

visitors to enjoy forest bathing while taking in the sounds of 

nature. It’s an ideal summer spot for cooling off in the water 

and immersing in the tranquility of the mountains.

This scenic plaza offers panoramic views of Keelung Harbor, 

with a chance to spot black kites gliding overhead. The space 

features wooden sculptures shaped like reefs and 

wave-inspired art installations symbolizing Keelung’s maritime 

identity. The plaza is also home to a large, colorful 

“KEELUNG” LED sign, blending creative design with a 

welcoming public space for rest and recreation.

Ren 3rd Road, Ren’ai District, Keelung City

From the South Exit of Keelung Railway Station, walk 

straight along Zhong 1st Road and turn right onto Ai 

4th Road. Walking time is approximately 10 minutes.

Dianji Temple, hidden within the bustling night market, has a 

history of over 130 years and is dedicated to Kaizhang Sheng 

Wang. The rise of Miaokou Night Market is closely tied to 

Dianji Temple. In earlier times, the temple’s riverbank area 

was frequented by pilgrims, and often hosted traditional opera 

performances and traveling entertainers. These gatherings 

gradually spurred the prosperity of the surrounding area, with 

Ren 3rd Road as its core, extending outward to Ai 3rd Road 

and Ai 4th Road. Over time, it became the famed Miaokou 

Night Market, now celebrated both in Taiwan and abroad. It 

was also named the friendliest and most delicious night 

market in a special selection held by the Tourism Bureau.

Also known as Qingyu Hall, this heritage residence was the 

former of�cial residence of Keelung District Chief Khóo 

Tsú-song during the Japanese colonial period. The building 

features a harmonious blend of Fujian and Baroque 

architectural styles, with colorful ceramic �oral tiles, circular 

bamboo-inspired windows and distinctive bull’s-eye vents 

under the eaves.

No. 1, Dahua 2nd Road, Qidu District, Keelung City 

(near “Maling Police Station”)

Take the train to Qidu Station, then transfer to Keelung 

City Bus No. 701 at “Qidu Post Of�ce” and get off at 

“Cuigu Bridge” stop. Walk to the site from there.

Located where tributaries of the Keelung River converge and 

shaped by the area’s limestone geology, this site features 

striking pothole formations, natural round basins of various 

sizes carved into the riverbed by water erosion. Visitors can 

stand on the bridge and look down into the gorge to witness 

the impressive natural patterns, a captivating testament to the 

fascinating power of water over time.

Maxi Community, Dahua 3rd Road, Qidu District, 

Keelung City

Take the train to Qidu Station, then transfer to Keelung 

City Bus No. 701 at “Qidu Post Of�ce” and get off at 

“Maling” stop. Walk from there to reach the destination.

Located within the Maling Leisure Agriculture Area, this 

riverside park was originally just a modest green space by the 

water. Over time, the natural curves of Malingkeng River, 

along with its tranquil pools and small sandy banks, gave rise 

to a charming riverside environment, perfect for leisure and 

recreation. Across the creek lies the Maxi Tung Blossom Trail, 

an arti�cial trail lined with tung trees. Each April and May, the 

blooming white �owers attract crowds of visitors eager to 

enjoy the seasonal �oral spectacle.

This area is known for its clear water and rich biodiversity, 

making it a prime �re�y-watching location from April to June 

each year. Nearby stands a century-old pump house, built 

during the Japanese colonial period, which, together with the 

adjacent Xishi Reservoir, formed Taiwan’s �rst-ever reservoir 

system and holds great historical value.

Near Nuannuan Street, Nuannuan District, Keelung City

Get off at “Shuiyuandi” stop and walk to the site.

Nuannuan 
District

After the gates of the underworld close in the 7th lunar month, 

the Huguo Chenghuang Temple holds the annual City God 

Cultural Festival. According to traditional Taiwanese folk 

beliefs, mischievous spirits may linger in the human world and 

refuse to return to the afterlife. The City God, accompanied by 

divine generals aboard ceremonial boats, patrols Keelung 

Harbor to drive away these wandering spirits, invite blessings 

and ensure the safety and well-being of the community.

Zhong 1st Road waterfront, Ren’ai District, Keelung City

Get off at Keelung Railway Station and cross the 

pedestrian bridge, or take a Kuo-Kuang bus and get off at 

“Keelung Station (in front of Maritime Plaza)” and walk to 

the site.

No. 15, Lane 2, Ai 4th Road, Ren’ai District, Keelung City

Located near the intersection of Ren 4th Road and Ai 

4th Road, beside a small alley in Miaokou Night 

Market, Keelung.

As the largest seafood market in northern Taiwan, Kanziding 

Fish Market comes alive in the early morning hours. Its fresh 

catches attract vendors from all over Taiwan, while its 

fast-paced, auction-style sales draw many curious visitors 

eager to witness the unique market culture �rsthand.

Intersection of Xiao 1st Road and Xiao 2nd Road, 
Ren’ai District, Keelung City

From Keelung Railway Station, walk straight along 
Zhong 1st Road, then turn right onto Xiao 1st Road.

Fish market hours:
01:00–06:00 AM (Closed on Mondays)

Xinyi District

Lane 141, Jiaozhong Street, Xinyi District, Keelung City

Get off at “Erxin High School” stop, then walk 

along Lide Road and continue onto Gangziliao 

Road for approximately 30 minutes.

(via “Beautiful World Community”)

Get off at “Daxianggang Community” stop and 

walk for about 30 minutes.

This is the largest and most well-preserved fort in Keelung. 

It features six gun emplacements, an observation post,

communication holes, guardhouses, barracks, and 

ammunition depots, all of which remain intact today. 

Designated as a national historic site, Gangziliao Fort, 

along with Baimeiweng Fort, served as the twin guardians 

of Keelung Harbor, protecting the outer port from naval 

threats.

Dongshikeng, Nuannuan District, Keelung City

Get off at “Nuandong Valley” stop and walk in to 

reach attraction.

This valley was carved by Dongshikeng River, a tributary 

of the Keelung River. The forest landscape remains 

intact, dominated by lush tree ferns (Cyathea lepifera) 

and the clear stream at the valley �oor �ows through 

tranquil trails rich in biodiversity. Facilities such as 

campsites and wooden viewing pavilions are available, 

allowing visitors to camp overnight. The following 

morning, hike to the pavilion to enjoy the serene beauty 

of waterfalls and the canyon bathed in morning light.

Near Shuiyuan Bridge, Nuannuan District, Keelung City

Get off at “Nuannuan Post Of�ce” stop and walk to 

the park.

Designed along the riverbank’s natural terrain, this linear 

water-themed park includes features like a dancing water 

fountain, water tunnel zone, children’s splash pool, riverside 

walkways  and playgrounds, making it an ideal spot for 

families. A suspension bridge within the park lights up in 

vibrant colors at night, creating a romantic and scenic 

atmosphere perfect for an evening stroll or date.

Built in 1859 during the Xianfeng reign of the Qing Dynasty, 

this rare site features two Earth God temples side by side. 

Originally responsible for different neighborhoods, the deities 

were relocated together during the Japanese colonial era after 

residents moved and received divine approval through ritual 

divination. Each Earth God now watches over either the 

Dongshi River and Xishi River  and is also worshiped by staff 

of the Taiwan Water Corporation, adding both spiritual and 

cultural signi�cance to the site.

Get off at “Shuiyuandi” stop and walk to the site.

No. 37-1, Lane 36, Shuiyuan Road, Nuannuan 

District, Keelung City

This 7-hectare ecological park, developed by the city 

government, is a sanctuary for butter�ies, frogs, cicadas, 

crested serpent eagles, and small endemic birds. It's 

used for ecological preservation and education. The 

Nuannuan Suspension Bridge was designed to re�ect 

Keelung’s early mining heritage. Its round tunnel-like path 

resembles a miner’s shaft, while the bases on both ends 

symbolize the glow of a miner’s helmet light.

Open Monday to Friday, 07:00-16:00

Closed on weekends

Or get off at “Nuandong Nursery Garden” stop 

and walk directly to the entrance.

Get off at “Dongxing Temple” stop, turn onto 

Dongding Road, and walk for about 10 minutes.

No. 12, Dongding Road, Nuannuan District, Keelung City

As Taiwan’s �rst park to showcase decommissioned 

Army, Navy, and Air Force weaponry, visitors can get up 

close to exhibits like the M48A3 Patton tank, a 5-inch 

naval gun, the Nike-Hercules missile, an F-104G 

Star�ghter and various tanks, masts, anchors and more.

Shoushan Road, Xinyi District, Keelung City

Get off at “Keelung Hospital” stop. From the 

Zhongzheng Park archway, climb the stairs up, or 

walk uphill via Xin’er Road and Shoushan Road, 

passing through Zhongzheng Park. Continue for 

about 15 minutes to reach the destination.

Get off at “Municipal Stadium” stop and walk for 

approximately 10 minutes along Shoushan Road.
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
