The outer 
layer is fluffy and crispy, the middle 
is soft and has the umami of fish 
paste, making it is a must-eat 
delicacy in Keelung.

Guomen Square + 
Maritime Plaza
The promenade around the 

Harbor connects the two Squares, 

where visitors can watch the birds 

fly around and enjoy the harbor 

atmosphere, and is a comfortable 

place to sit down and relax.

YM Oceanic Culture and Art Museum
The building was finished in 1896 and has a history 

of 127 years, and visitors can come here to learn 

about Taiwan’ maritime history, 

understand the “current” marine 

environment, and help 

protect the “future” of 

the ocean.

Town of Taipingshan/Shanhai Theater
Visitors can walk up the stone steps from Lane 113 of 

Zhongshan Road to reach the Town of Taipingshan. 

This was originally a small fishing village of the Port, 

and the current settlement was built according to the 

local terrain as it has now become a small Town 

exhibiting the local aesthetics.

Town of Taipingshan Bookstore
Walk up the stairs and visitors will then arrive at the 

Town of Taipingshan Bookstore, which was originally an 

elementary school. After the school was abolished, 

the building was revitalized and given new life as it has 

become one of the most beautiful bookstores in Taiwan. 

The Bookstore has a panoramic view of the port of 

Keelung and it also has a coffee shop for tourists to sit 

back and relax.

Keelung Landmark
The huge KEELUNG lights is the most eye-catching 

landmark in Keelung City, as it overlooks the port of 

Keelung, Keelung Mountain and even Keelung Islet. It is 

also one of the famous places to enjoy the night view of 

Keelung.

Commission Store Shopping District
In its heyday, there were as many as 200 

so-called “Commission Stores” that 

specialized in selling imported 

goods. Even though they are no 

longer popular, the local youth 

have worked together to tidy up the 

area and open up many specialty shops 

and visitors can feel the vitality and local touch.

Lee Hu Cake Shop
All kinds of traditional Taiwanese cakes, such as pineapple 
cakes, egg yolk cakes and curry cakes are must-buy 
souvenirs when visiting Keelung.

Keelung Cheng Huang Temple
It was built in 1818 to enshrine the Chenghuangye 

symbolizing the protection of the “city wall” and “city 

moat” and the locals of Keelung regard the 

Chenghuangye as a deity safeguarding the stability of 

Keelung. There’s a big abacus hung inside the main 

hall of the temple, which is used as a metaphor to 

calculate the good and evil in the 

world, and punish and warn 

people that wish to do bad 

in the world.

Qing’an Temple
Mazu is enshrined in this temple, which is a deity 

widely worshiped in Taiwan and 

Southeast Asia, and is also the 

protector of the sea. Qing’an 

Temple is the oldest temple in 

Keelung and stone lions sit in front 

of the temple’s exquisitely carved 

dragon pillars, retaining the 

splendor of the century-old temple.

Jindou Coffee
This is an 80-year-old house that still retains its 

original layout, the high-ceilinged space, and the 

Baroque-styled exterior. In addition to enjoying coffee 

here, visitors can also get a glimpse of the past and 

its stories through the interior space.

Khóo Tsú-song Old Mansion
Visitors can get a glimpse of the beauty of Taiwanese 

architecture here as the traditional Fujian-style 

buildings are made of red bricks, decorated with 

baked colored tiles, and bamboo round windows. 

However, it is also evident that the entire building is 

based on Western 

architectural 

concepts, which 

makes it a unique 

cultural asset of 

Keelung.

Yun-Chen Italian Restaurant
This is one of the century-old buildings 

in Keelung. During the Japanese 

Colonization era, it was originally 

the “Kishida Gofuku Store” that 

made premium kimonos. The 

building’s elegant Victorian-style 

exterior is a representation of 

the prosperous times and it is full of 

historical and cultural charm.

Zhongzheng Park
The white Guanyin Statue in the park is 22.5 meters 

high and can be climbed to get a panoramic view of 

Keelung, making it the most representative landmark 

statue of Keelung City. There are two huge golden lions 

sitting on both sides of the Guanyin statue, which is very 

auspicious and dignified. The elevated square 

at the highest point overlooking Keelung 

provides a beautiful panoramic view of the 

Port at night.

Visitors can buy all kinds of Keelung souvenirs here 
such as seafood sauces, traditional pastries, and local 
cultural and creative products of Keelung.
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
